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Scientific and Research Symposium
Saturday 15th October

Becoming more ‘research-oriented” we have to compare our practice of doing Body Psycho-
therapy with the method of conducting research.

In our clinical practice we discover more than once, that we have to deal with experiences
which are inter-subjective and created through engagement with the environment.

The Symposium combines the expertise of practitioner-based research, outcome research,
case study research and a critical reflection on systems view.

Leading theme of Symposium will be ‘Thinking outside the box’, leading subject will be ‘Em-
bodiment’, leading focus will be a series of questions, like’ what is research and what can we
learn from it’?
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20 minutes introduction:
10 min introduction of the Symposium and the Committee and also a short introduction of the audience

20 minutes timeline:
25 years of research in Psychotherapy and Body Psychotherapy

60 minutes of Round table:
3 x 10 minutes presentation of a stance by researchers who will be invited + 30 minutes of dialogue be-
tween them

20 minutes of dialogue
with and amongst the audience

The second part will be dedicated to case studies around the theme ‘Embodiment in practice’, specially
addressing moments of being stuck in therapy. BP has something to offer in working with these mo-
ments. Case studies are an invaluable record of the clinical practices of a profession. While case studies
cannot provide specific guidance for the management of successive patients, they are a record of clinical
interactions which help us to frame questions for more rigorously designed clinical studies.

Case studies also provide valuable teaching material, demonstrating both classical and unusual presenta-

tions which may confront the practitioner.
Three presenters will present their studies. Each will have 20 minutes.
After that 30 minutes will be left for dialogue with the audience.
